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A TURNING POINT: THE CHANGE OF FORMS OF REPRESENTATION OF
FICTIONAL BIOGRAPHY IN CONTEMPORARY DRAMA

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the steady growth of the
popularity of biographical drama, which attracts the recipient with attention to the
person, his life and needs. Fictional biography appears to us in specific forms of
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visual narrative and is represented in the contexts of the historical epoch to which
it refers. These contexts determine the meanings that speak to our contemporaries,
tired of the uncertainty and unreliability of the information environment in which
he found himself. The events of the past become objects for games and rethinking,
a background for refined self-reflection, they give a sense of authenticity, docu-
mentary. But the focus of the recipient is not these events, not even a unique per-
sonality from among the celebrities, whose life path is known and unfolds again
before our mental eyes, and the interpretation of this path. To read a familiar story
again, for the sake of the beauty of interpretation will be only a reader-intellectual,
and the growing interest in this type of text is an extremely interesting phenom-
enon of the modern cultural process. The purpose of this article is to consider the
representation of contemporary drama, which can be attributed to the meta-genre
of fiction, in the context of “turns” of modern humanities: anthropological, narra-
tive, visual and biographical. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that in domestic
literary criticism for the first time the biographical narrative is problematized as a
clear strategy of modern drama in the cultural and historical context of systemic
humanitarian changes.

Conclusions. Fictional biography is a self-sufficient human-dimensional phe-
nomenon, a subject of literature since antiquity, it is a meta-genre that covers texts
of various genres and types of both verbal and derived arts (theater, cinema), in
particular, genres of drama. The current popularity of fictional biography coin-
cides with the «biographical turn» in culture, which is combined with “narrative”
and “visual” turns. Therefore, the modern playwright builds his text with a wide
inclusion of narrative structures, intertextual references, widely uses cinematic
techniques in the literary text, focusing on the viewer who comes to the theater
with new expectations. Fiction biographical drama, subject to its own generic
laws, in contrast to other genre varieties, most arbitrarily combines biographical
and autobiographical, fact and fiction, reduces the historical context, intensifies
the structure, makes it deep and sophisticated. Such issues in the work with con-
temporary drama can be developed in the future.
