Summary

Taking into account the anniversary edition of the «Readings»,
dedicated to Les Kurbas and his theatre work, we publish elsewhere yet
unpublished comedy-revue «Shpana» written in 1926 by playwright
W. Yaroshenko with assistance of director J. Bortnik and the intern-director
E. Kaplia-Yavorovsky. This is the first Ukrainian original soviet comedy
staged in the theatre. And at the same time — the unique script of Ukrainian
theatre revue staged in the theatre, that was kept to our time. The peculiarity
of this text is its detailed scenario that allows to restore the hitherto
unknown episodes from the play «Shpana, which was played with a great
success in the «Berezil» for several years.
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
